¢« There is no update on the Mulcahy Playground, the District Engineer can
advise at a later point on same.
+« On the proposal by ClIr. Pat English and seconded by Clir. Richie Molloy
the District Administrator will write to the Minister in relation to the
mental health services in Clonmel and ask for a physical meeting.

+ ClIr. Pat English confirmed that there has been very positive feedback
about the Marlfield road traffic calming measures however, the traffic from
Ardfinnan into Marlfield is travelling very fast can this be looked in to in
regards further speed cushions?

e Clir Pat English requested an update on the OPW Marlfield Flood
Alleviation Scheme?

« CllIr. Pat English looked for an update on the works to be carried out at
Rathronan Cross.

¢ ClIr. John Fitzgerald referred to drainage works done at Kilcash and asked
if the material left behind from these works can be cleared?

e Clir. Pat English also referred to Tullamaine Castle near castle and asked if
surface dressing can be put on road beside the castle which is a cul de
sac.

« CllIr. Richie Molloy asked if there was an update to his notice of motion at
a previous meeting regarding speed cushions at Heywood Drive.

¢ ClIr. Richie Molloy asked about the cutting of grass in estates and have
the Council reduced the amount of cutting that they are doing currently?

¢ CliIr. Michael Murphy asked if the Clerk of Works could keep a close eye on
works carried out by utility companies after reinstatements from road
openings.

¢ ClIr. Michael Murphy referred to a previous notice of motion in relation to
erection of sighage as you travel in to Cashel Street and turn left in to
William Street, lots of HGV vehicles getting caught there. Signage to
confirm no HGV'’s would help this situation.

very difficult. In addition, as part of these studies can we also review the access
road from St. Patrick’s Road onto the Silversprings Road? These improvement
works should also be explored under schemes like the Active Travel Scheme
which promotes cycling and walking as this junction services a large residential
area and is near both St. Patrick’s Cemetery and Mulcahy Park. There are two
children’s Playgrounds in Mulcahy Park and the park itself is also located
alongside the recently internationally accredited Blueway which is very popular
with both walkers and cyclists and a result improvement works at this

junction should be considered under all schemes.

ground at Lisronagh. The grant will be used for fencing and securing the facility. A
grant of €2,000 was provided to support the Horticultural Therapeutic Programme
for substance misuse at St Lukes

Ukrainian Displaced Persons Rest Centre- Clonmel

The community section has been providing administration support to the Civil
Defence and Housing section on the operation of the Ukrainian Displaced Persons
Rest Centre in the Dr. O’Callaghan Centre in Clonmel. A welcome pack has been
developed for people arriving at the rest centre and bi-lingual signage has been
provided throughout. This 60 person capacity centre is now being managed by
Clonmel Rotary Club on behalf of the council.

A dedicated section of the council website outlines relevant information for
Ukrainian displaced persons in the county including a range of health, social
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welfare, legal and other information https://www.tipperarycoco.ie/ukrainian-
support-information .

Nationally €10.5 million funding for the community response to support
people arriving from Ukraine is being made available. The funding will not come
through the Local Authorities but

¢ €5 million investment in the Social Inclusion and Community Activation
Programme (SICAP) which is administer by South Tipperary Development
Company and North Tipperary Development Company

e €5 million for the “Ireland for Ukraine Fund” - administered by Community
Foundation Ireland

« €500,000 to assist volunteer centres such as Tipperary Volunteer Centre to

deal with increased demand on services-

The aim of the funding is to strengthen the capacity of those already working
across the community and voluntary sector to improve the experience and quality
of life of people arriving from Ukraine.

As new arrivals begin to settle into community life in Ireland, this funding will help
ensure that we continue to look after those most in need.

Town and Village Scheme

The Outdoor Recreation Infrastructure Scheme was announced in February 2022.
Applications for Measure 1 and Measure 4 were submitted 27™ of April and
Measure 2 and Measure 3 were submitted on the 25™ of May.

Clonmel Borough District applied for 1 Measure 1 and 1 Measure 3. The Measure
1 is to improve the parking at the Slievenamon trailhead and the Measure 3 is to
widen the Blueway from Killaloan to Kilsheelan.

The applications are now with the DRCD and we are waiting for an announcement.

The Community Activities Fund was launched on the 11th November 2021 by
Minister for Rural and Community Development, Heather Humphreys TD, and
Minister of State with responsibility for Community Development and Charities,
Joe O'Brien TD. This once-off fund will be allocated under the Department’s
Community Enhancement Programme and in order to ensure there is sufficient
flexibility to allow funding to be targeted to where it is needed in each Local
Authority area it will be administered locally by the Local Community
Development Committees (LCDCs).

The application process closed in December 2021 and all grants have to be drawn
down by the 31 of august 2022.

Thirty-Seven (37) applications were approved for Clonmel for €42575.66

We
will showcase Killurney as an inclusive venue, use technologies to support
inclusion and work with dementia and disability groups in the Clonmel BD to visit
and attend Killurney to use the facility and the technologies available.

Cycling without Age

Tipperary County Council are delighted to launch cycling without Age in County
Tipperary. Cycling without age is part of a global movement and this is a first in
County Tipperary.

The first trishaw has been funded by Healthy Ireland, Tipperary Sports Partnership
and Tipperary Age Friendly. We will follow with the provision of Cycling without
age in Roscrea and Clonmel in Q3 2022, this is supported by a successful ORIS
application and match funding from Tipperary Age Friendly. A further application
for funding has been made under ORIS for 2022 with the ambition to provide a
bike in Carrick on Suir and Nenagh, therefore providing a bike in each of the
Municipal Districts in the County.

Slaintecare Healthy Communities Clonmel

The Local Development Officer is currently contacting services, agencies and
groups to explain their role and initiate engagement with the community, as part
of the foundational work for the programme. This will also support identification of
services that will later be mapped. There is collaboration between the Healthy
Communities LDO and the HSE Healthy Communities Health Promotion and
Improvement Officer, and a number of joint letters have been sent to agencies
and services outlining the programme to create cohesion. Strong links are
established with the LDQ’s in the other Healthy Community areas and the LDO has
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attended national training with the Department of Health team. A number of
possible initiatives are being discussed with local groups. Relevant individuals are
being identified to form part of the Local Implementation Team through this initial
phase of the programme, it is hoped this group will form in the coming months.
