She stated that SICAP is delivered in South Tipperary by South Tipperary
Development CLG (STDC) in conjunction with Knockanrawley Resource Centre

6 Healthv Ireland Update

Fiona Crotty updated the Committee on the Healthy Ireland budget and stated
all action must be completed by December 202t. 360/o of overall budget
remaining.

Any changes with budget spend will be brought to the October LCDC meeting if
required. She also stated the Roscrea Walkability Audit under Action the LCDC
led action for dementia awareness is complete and a workshop to showcase the
results of study will be arranged. Dementia pop up caf6s in Nenagh and Ballina
Killaloe have been established and compliments the reenergizinglhe cafes in
Thurles and Roscrea. A series of town meetings in Nenagh, Roscrea, Thurles
and Clonmel will follow, this is supported by ringfenced funding provided by the
CEP grant.

Tipperary Age Friendly have launched Older Adults festival commences l't week
of November, The purpose and aim of the festival is to celebrate reengaging
and reconnecting. This grant scheme is supported also by ringfenceO iunCing
provided by the CEP grant and is match funded byTipperary County Council.

Derval Howley HSE updated on the Healthy Communities rollout for the Clonmel
catchment within CHOS. The HSE have provided EOI for partners to deliver and
host healthy food made easy, smoking cessation and social prescribing, The
outcome of same will be notified to the chief officer. Within the HSE staff are
also being employed to support the rollout of Healthy communities and
interviews took place for roles of and posts offered.



7 CEP and Social Enterprise Capital Grant

Eddie Meegan updated the committee on current Community Enhancement
Programme which ended 3'd September and the 2021 Social Enterprise Capital
Grant Fund which was advertised on the 6th of September and will close on 6th

October. Development Companies are assisting with the shortlisting process and
update on shortlisted groups will be presented to the October LCDC Meeting, It
is hoped 25-30 social enterprises will apply and a grant of €2,500 - €5,000 will
be made available to eligible applicants.

8. Migrant Inteoration Strateqy - Presentation bv Dr Frank
Houohton LIT on Interview Analysis

Dr Frank Houghton of LIT Director of the Social Science ConneXions Institute
gave a presentation on the findings of the online survey and interviews/focus
groups.
The overall findings from respondents were generally very positive towards
County Tipperary as it is a welcoming and respected place and also support in
schooling in primary and secondary, however, less positive supports for further
or higher education. Financial barriers to further educate and transport barriers
as driving licenses and previous driving experience not recognised. Housing
prices and housing repairs was also an issue. Migrants largely appear to mix
within their own cultural groups due to language barrier with adults.
The next step is to identify key actions to progress migrant integration in the

county and meet the key neds as identified, which will enhance the quality of
life on the Migrant living within our communities.

Margo thanked Frank for the consultation analysis and also Sue Anne O'Donnell

for interviewing respondents and Ruth Maher IT Section for website expertise.

9 DRCD Streetscape Scheme (notino)

Fiona Crotty informed the committee of the DRCD Streetscape Scheme where
the opportunity to nominate 6 towns for grant aid however there is a tight
turnaround of mid-November for applications.

Cllr Joe Hannigan commented that this is a brilliant opportunity but with the
short timeline applications would be a bit of a rush job and asked if there would
be an extension for timeline for participants to get the job done.

Cllr John Carroll informed the Committee that he is coming to the end of his
3-year term and asked the Chief Officer Pat Slattery to include the position of
Chair on the Agenda for the October meeting,
Margo stated the vice chair Martin Quinn's role will need to be elected also and
Margo thanked Martin for the excellent work he did as vice chair.

Derval Howley updated the Committee on the role out of vaccines in the County
stating that Tipperary had the highest uptake in vaccines for 12 to16 year old
and housebound recipients, The HSE is in the middle of planning for 3id dose for
over B0's and those in long term care facilities age 65+ who is immune
compromised and she commended everyone in the communities for uptake.
