e  Funding for venue hire will only be provided in exceptional cases.

e  Funding will not be provided for refreshments.

e  Successful applicants must satisfy Tipperary County Councils Health and Safety requirements.

e  Successful applicants must have a public liability insurance policy in place.

e Applicants awarded financial support will have to provide specific indemnity to Tipperary County Council on their
insurance policy in respect of the event(s) and submit to the Arts Office by the deadline specified in letter of offer.

e  Artistic content should be suitable for intended audiences.

e An online programme containing all events will launch in late July 2025 and successful applicants must submit
information by deadlines required for the website.

e  Receipts will be required to claim funding.

e If your application is successful, funding claim must be submitted to the Arts Office by early October 2025.

e  Access to all events must be open to the public, free of charge and take place on Friday 19" September after 4pm.
