CONDITIONS FOR ELIGIBILITY

1. The applicant must be on the Register of Electors at the address for which the permit is required or alternatively a letter from their landlord stating that they are resident at the address for which the permit is required.

1. The vehicle must be registered in the applicant’s name at the address for which the permit is required.  The Logbook/Vehicle Licensing Certificate must be submitted for inspection along with the application form.

1. A current insurance certificate confirming that the vehicle is normally kept by the resident at the resident’s address in the Ticket Parking Place to which the permit will relate.

1. The applicant must submit a domestic utility bill, e.g. electric, gas, telephone, bank statement header, tv license or property tax bill, in the name and address of applicant for which the permit is required (if a prepay customer please request confirmation from service company of proof that you are an account holder).  

1. Application fee is paid by using the online parking permit portal/app



CONDITIONS OF USE 

1. “VALID RESIDENT PARKING PERMIT” means a resident’s parking permit, which relates to a particular street/streets/car park and to a period which has not expired and which is issued by the Local Authority in whose functional area the vehicle is parked.

1. Your permit will be in digital format and you are not required to display a physical permit on your car to indicate that you are a permit holder. Tipperary County Council’s traffic management team will be able to view your permit using their handhelds.

1. The fee for a resident’s parking permit shall be €10 per annum.
 
1. A Resident’s parking permit shall be issued for one year from the date of payment on the online parking permit portal/app.

1. Where, during the period to which a residential parking permit relates, the resident to whom it is issued to, ceases to reside at the address specified on the permit or ceases to be an owner by disposing of the vehicle, The Local Authority should be contacted of these changes.

1. In the event of a vehicle change, residents are required to submit a new parking permit application, accompanied by all relevant documentation, including the logbook for the new vehicle. Please note that failure to provide the updated logbook will result in the application being declined.

1. Clonmel Borough District allows only one parking permit per household. For any additional vehicles, a pay-and-display ticket must be used. Residents can also avail of long-stay car park facilities at a discounted annual rate.
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	NOTE

1. Please take note of the expiry date on your permit as it is the responsibility of the permit holder to renew their permit on time.
1. Tipperary County Council will not accept appeals on parking fines issued to a vehicle where: where the permit is out of date/ vehicles are parked illegally/ unauthorised areas.
